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Configuration
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The first time the system is configured it is necessary to enable and configure all devices you require.  To configure a particular device select the Devices option from the main menu followed by the SCANIVALVE DSA device.  This will launch an application to configure the device.
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From the list provided select a channel and double-click. Alternatively you can select a channel and then click on the Configure Channel button. [image: ]
